· Possible indicators will include those specific to youth sexual health (pregnancy rates, sexually transmitted infections, etc.) as well as social determinants of health (poverty, education levels, etc.)
· Survey will include determining interest in participating in key informant interviews
· Assess survey results
· Develop a YSH data tool (e.g. infographic, one or two-page document) based on county feedback
· Data tool will use already existing data (vital statistics, Oregon Healthy Teens, American Community Survey, etc.)

Assess how Youth Sexual Health Team can best support LPHAs in Youth Sexual Health promotion.
· Develop key informant interview questions
· Conduct key informant interviews with LPHA partners
· Develop a final report based on interview findings
· Highlight actions that will benefit the most LPHAs
· Include similarities within regions
