Oregon ECHO Network 2018 Needs Assessment Field Experience
Since fall 2017, the Oregon Rural Practice-based Research Network (ORPRN) has hosted the Oregon ECHO Network. The Oregon ECHO Network (OEN) is a statewide utility for Project ECHO® (Extension for Community Healthcare Outcomes) programming and support services. The Project ECHO tele-mentoring education model was originally developed at University of New Mexico to build the capacity of primary care clinicians to manage health conditions that they typically refer to specialty care. Today, this model is also used to educate clinical teams and other participants on topics ranging from practice transformation to improving clinical workflows to training community health workers.
This 200 hour project is the perfect arena for an MPH student to gain hands on experience on how to develop and implement a needs assessment. This project includes both qualitative and quantitative assessments of current and potential ECHO participants to better understand their educational interests and needs. 
Key activities of the field experience include:
· Opportunity to learn about the ECHO telementoring model and attend ECHO sessions
· Attend and contribute to meetings with the OEN team and stakeholders
· Develop survey(s) to assess current and potential participants’ educational needs and interests based on previously used tool. ECHO participants include prescribing clinicians, nurses, social workers, behavioral health specialists, and other medical support staff. 
· Create strategy to distribute the survey(s)
· Analyze the survey results and compile the results in a report that will inform future programming
· Create an interview guide to solicit qualitative feedback from current and potential ECHO participants
· Complete the ~10 structured interviews and/or 2-4 focus groups
· Analyze and compile the qualitative feedback to inform future programming
